May 2007 Meeting Summary

Meeting Topic; Marketing and Financing Your Small Business

Ms. Tiffany Lymons, Financial Coach, and owner of Mind Over Money LLC,
was our spirit speaker. Ms. Lymons instructed us to be more purposeful
about how we make, manage and multiply our money. She encouraged
us to make it by pricing our products and services for what they are
worth. She said that women often undervalue their services.

Next, Ms. Lymons told us to manage and multiply our money by
establishing good, separate systems for our business and personal
finances; by protecting our earnings legally; and by creating a financial
plan for the future. Her advise to us on how to multiply our money
included diversifying our investments, having multiple revenue streams,
and creating duplicable or franchisable systems of business.

Body speaker, Ms. Neema Mrisho of the Howard County Department of
Health Education, addressed SBN on the topic of cervical cancer. Ms.
Mrisho answered questions and myths about cervical cancer. She
explained that the HPV virus that causes cervical cancer is a common
virus, that can be transmitted even by casual touch. Further, Ms. Mrisho
indicated that although only 30% of all HPV viruses lead to cancer,
women should pay attention to their symptoms and ask questions of their
physicians.
